VOLUNTEER GUIDELINES

1. Be actively involved in a local church body.   Hebrews 10:10:24-24 “And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds.  Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another-and all the more as you see the Day approaching.”

2. Go with a senior volunteer four times and then on the fifth time, lead the bible study with the senior volunteer present.

3. Have background check/finger printing done.  (required by Winona County)

4. Critical that teaching comes directly from the Bible.  

5. Notify Warren Green [429-7084] when unable to show up for your scheduled bible study only after you have tried to find a replacement.
6. Must give 3 week notice when leaving volunteer position.

7. We are there for the inmate’s spiritual needs first and foremost – not to become their new “best” friend.

8. Be aware of what the jail ministry is about.

9. Must know the jail rules!

10. Will need to training at the jail with the jail Administrator.

11. Will need to attend a quarterly Ministry Volunteer Training.
